[image: image1.wmf]Attached is the Homework for the week.  The monthly Reading Log was sent home last week. Please place it in a safe place for the month.  I suggest taping it to the refrigerator.  A filled card for 20 minutes of reading per night is the “ticket” to the movie at month’s end.  Students not fulfilling the required reading contract will not share in the movie and will be given an alternate assignment in another area (probably catching up on the required reading).
[image: image2.wmf]For homework there is a Monday night, Tuesday night, Wednesday night, and Thursday night assignment. Each assignment is due the next day.  Free homework tickets and star tickets are the rewards for getting homework in daily.  Students who have homework to catch up on will use their Recess time to make it up. 
Your cooperation in these two areas will help your children not only gain academically but also helps them grow in responsibility.  

WHY I ASSIGN HOMEWORK 

Studies have shown that a student’s success in school is directly related to homework.  I give homework because it is use in reinforcing what has been learned in class, prepares them for upcoming lessons, teaches responsibility, and helps develop positive study habits. 

WHEN HOMEWORK WILL BE ASSIGNED

Homework will be assigned Monday through Thursday, and I will expect it to be turned in daily.  Students need to be responsible for bringing appropriate books or papers home to do their homework.  The daily assignment will be sent home on Monday, attached to the Monday Newsletter.  This is sent home every Monday.  In addition, if a child does not finish an assignment in class, he or she is responsible for completing it at home. 

STUDENT’S HOMEWORK RESPONSIBILITIES

Assignments are to be turned in the next morning unless there is a different due date noted either on the assignment or the Newsletter. The reward for completion of homework on time is Star Tickets (positive choice tickets) and Free Homework Passes.  
NIGHTLY READING ASSIGNMENT

I assign a nightly reading assignment because I believe it improves the student’s fluency, comprehension, and reading ability. The students are to fill a Monthly Reading Log by reading 20 minutes, 5 nights a week.  The reward for a filled and signed log (signed by a parent) is a Movie based on a book shown at Month’s end.  The Filled Log is the “Ticket” to the movie.
