This week we will be continuing our unit in Math which covers numeration and place value.  We will be focusing on estimation and rounding.  We will also continue to work on Multiplication. In Reading we will finish up Hatchet and we will be reading some books on explorers. The comprehension strategies that will be focused on are connecting, main idea, and inference.  In Language/Writing we will be studying building paragraphs, word choice, and sentence fluency using transition words and endings.  We will then work on five paragraph essays. We will also begin skill assessments this week for reporting on the report cards.
